Council decided to use MG30 on county roads while offering the choice of either MG30 or DL10 to
residents. This will give ratepayers the opportunity to decide between the two products to fit their
individual need and budget.

The proposal of selling the Fuel Truck and replacing it with a fuel trailer was denied. The sale of other
county vehicles was delayed until the situation with Enterprise is clarified.
