CAO Report CAO Bremer reviewed the CAO Report with Council. Highlights of the report
included the following:

• Eddie Bourque, Drumheller RCMP, informed us the Policing
Committee was disbanded and the Town of Drumheller is looking to
establish a new committee, but it will be exclusive to those residing
within the town. Bourque hopes to commence regular Town Hall
Meetings in the rural Counties and Villages once Covid has settled
and noted that if there is a need, we could have discussions in regard
to forming a Citizen’s Advisory Policing Committee for our rural areas.

• County is seeking costs associated with the possible re-purposing of
the old Public Works Office trailer to be used as a library in Rumsey.
If this route is pursued, one of the costs that would fall to the county
is having the SuperNet connection moved to the new location.

• Reeve Wannstrom and CAO Bremer attended the Zone 2 CRMA
Director’s meeting virtually on Friday, January 7th, 2022. Crystal
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Kissel from Rocky View County is the new chair and Barb Shepard
from Lacombe County is the Vice Chair. Councillor Watts is now on
the resolutions committee. The Spring Zone Meeting will be hosted in
Red Deer on February 4th. Starland County will be hosting the Fall
Zone Meeting on October 7th.

• County crews are preparing for the demolition of the Anthony Kloster
house that was purchased a few years ago in Morrin. Wise
Abatement will handle the asbestos removal on January 17th and
demolition permits have been applied for as well as requests to
confirm all utilities are disconnected. Public Works will then do the
demolition and the material being hauled to the landfill in Drumheller.

• The inventory audit will be completed by Ascend personnel this week
on Friday. They will audit all the parts, etc. from the Public Works,
Utilities, and ASB Departments.

Brownlee is offering a seminar on Emerging Trends in Municipal Law. The date
of the Calgary session conflicts with the in-person Alberta Police Transition

[ sessions Council and staff were registered for. As the Alberta Police Transition
session will happen virtually on a later date, Council and senior staff will go to
Brownlee in Calgary except for Legislative Services Director, Carlson who will
attend the session virtually on the 17th due to a conflicting schedule. Of course,
Covid may alter in-person sessions and attendance can be adjusted accordingly.

As
proposed in the spring of 2019, the eventual goal was to recover 100% of the
supply costs of water (as represented by cost of water, power and goods) as well
as 50% of capital replacement costs (as represented by water system annual
depreciation).

! on the motors and only require about 2 hours of run time. He has used this on
his own equipment and highly recommends them. Hardware is about $900.00
and there are a few different brands to choose from. The County could handle
the installations. CAO Bremer will look into what is currently being used on our
graders.

CAO Bremer received some columbarium material samples and information that
was shared with council. Two providers were very helpful. One company located
in Ontario has their own quarry and manufacturing, meaning nothing is imported
and they were considerably less money but do not include installation. Bremer
was given more specifics on what was wanted in a columbarium to help narrow
down and better compare the final costs between the vendors. The specifics
Bremer are to look for are:

• 24 standard size niches (12”x12”)
• Square/Rectangle shaped columbarium
• 12 niches on front and 12 niches on back
• Solid granite construction
• Light coloured sides and dark coloured niche coverings/fronts
• All installation requirements, recommendations, and costs
• Planning costs around it being installed in the Rumsey Cemetery

Concerns were raised at the Starland Safety Committee Meeting that the
County’s current sick leave policy requires staff to provide a doctor’s note if they
are missing 3 or more days due to illness.
